Butte Creek Country Club and the NSCIF welcome you to the 2024 Division 1 Section Championship.
RULES AND REGULATIONS:

The Rules of golf as approved by the United States Golf Association will be enforced.  The NSCIF Golf Playoff and Rules Committee and will marshal the golf course.  Any questions on rules or interpretation of rules should be directed to the committee members. The committee along with the club professional, if available, will make the final decision on all rule interpretations.

Qualifying team/individuals must be accompanied to the section tournaments by a certified coach as defined in CIF bylaw 506 or have a letter signed by the school’s principal stating that he/she represents the school.
Dress code:  Collared team golf shirts will be worn and kept tucked in at all times.  No blue jeans, T-shirts or tank tops are permitted. Hats must be worn with the bill forward.  Soft spikes only.  Failure to comply with the dress code may result in disqualification.
Tee times: Tournament round will begin at 2:00 pm.  Pairings and starting tee assignments will be posted around the pro shop.

NOTE:  It is the player’s responsibility to be at the assigned tee on time.  Late players are penalized two strokes if they are not at their assigned teeing ground ready to play within five minutes of their assigned tee time. After five minutes, players are disqualified. 
Player Registration:  Your qualifying team roster must have been received by the tournament director by 3:00 PM, Friday, May 3rd.  Please make sure that your team/individuals have checked in with the tournament director (Dave Crawford) by 1:15pm on the date of the tournament.

Course services:  Range balls will be provided prior to play.  Course pro shop will be open.
Play: We intend to play the ball “down” from the black tees (6598 yards), but a final decision will be made the morning of the tournament by members of the NSCIF Playoff and Rules Committee.

Scoring:  A marker will be paired with each group.  The marker will keep an unofficial group card.  The official scorecards will be kept by the players.  The players will each keep someone else's card.  Cards must be signed and attested before being turned in to the scorers' table at the completion of play.

Qualifiers:  The winning team, 2nd place team if they score better than 450, and any team scoring 430 or lower, plus the top four individuals not on those qualifying teams and any player who scores 79 or better will advance to play in the Masters Championship at Whitehawk Ranch on May 14th, 2024.

Coaches: Please remember that no coaching is allowed during the course of play.
All coaches/school representatives are expected to act as markers.  

A marker's duties, as defined by the NSCIF Golf Committee, will be:
Supervise the assigned group of golfers

Interpret rules

Record the correct score for each player

Maintain pace of play

Safety of the players

Gallery control

Forecaddie

Player conduct

Galleries:  We encourage spectators to attend this championship event.  However, all spectators must stay 30 yards or more from the players.  Spectators are to follow the golfers on the cart paths and not down the fairway.  Spectators may rent cart carts from the pro shop.
Electronic Devices:  Players may obtain distance information by use of a distance-measuring device.  If, during a stipulated round, a player uses a distance-measuring device to gauge or measure other conditions that might affect his play (e.g. elevation changes, wind speed, etc.), the player is in breach of Rule 14-3.  Any questions about such devices should be resolved before the start of the stipulated round.
The penalty for breach of this rule is a two stroke penalty, any subsequent offense is disqualification.
The use of wireless handheld devices (smart phones) on the golf course is prohibited by players.  Coaches and spectators will be allowed to text, email or view scoring (if available). Talking on cell phones is prohibited.
